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Dear Friends,

If your family ever uses the Extended Care Bus, there are rules that apply.  Please be sure to complete the necessary form and turn it in at the office on the campus where your child attends.  This is required in order for your child to board the bus.
1. We need each family who plans to use our inter-campus transportation to complete the form below.  EMT (Emergency Medical Transit) operates our inter-campus bus.  They need to know what your current expected schedule is.  Consider chess club, cheerleading, and other activities.
2. If you have a schedule that varies, but you know what that schedule is, EMT will follow your variable schedule.
3. If you must vary from your expected schedule, call EMT at 636-240-4410 BEFORE 3:00.  At 3:00 p.m. EMT will cut off phone calls.  They will send an email to all three Westgate campuses notifying us of who should ride the bus.  If you call after 3:00, your child won’t ride the bus that day.  We will keep them in the school office on their campus until a staff member can be freed of their regular duties, and then we will drive them to extended care.  There will be a $5 charge for this service.  

4. If you have scheduled with EMT for your child to ride on any given day, and you decide to pick up in carline without notifying EMT before 3:00, there will be a $5 fee.  

5. Parents cannot make changes to the list of bus riders by calling the school – all changes must be made with the EMT office staff directly - 636-240-4410.
6. If you would ever like your child transported home, EMT will do this for a minimum fee of $19.  If parents use this service on a regular schedule, the cost per trip would be negotiable.

7. If you have concerns about any part of their service, call the owner’s cell phone and talk to her personally.  Her name is Sue Persyzk (purr zick) and her cell phone number is 314-779-8005.  Sue really does want their service to be excellent!
We have solicited this company to supply our transportation needs and we believe they will provide excellent, safe service to all Westgate students.
